As many of you know, earlier this week Governor Dunleavy set forth a proposed state 

budget with drastic cuts for a variety of programs and resources that impact people all 

over Alaska. The UA system alone would be looking at a drop of $134 million, 

approximately 41 percent of its current budget from the state. 

We're also aware that rural areas would be hit hard. In particular, the Chilkat Valley 

community would certainly be affected by the sharp cuts for the ferry system. The 

potential cuts to public radio would adversely affect KHNS too.
